» Dec2018:  Child Wellbeing and Child Poverty Reduction 

legislationpassed.
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Requires successive Governments to:

» set long-term (10-year) and intermediate (3-year) targets 

» report annually on child poverty measures

» report each Budget Day on how the Budget will reduce child poverty 

and on progress towards the targets

» report on child poverty related indicators.



Particular focus on:

» children with greater needs

» child poverty and socio-economic 
disadvantage

» children of interest or concern to 
Oranga Tamariki.

Minister must:
