Teaching Sprints  

A òTeaching Sprintó is when we focus on an area of 

professional practice for a period of time, collecting 

data, reviewing best practice, implementing 

improvements and ensuring we are best meeting 

student needs. Similar to previous ly used  Mini 

projects, this is part of continual school improvement.  

The current school Teaching Sprint is based on 

stude nt behaviour support. Work on this includes:  
¶ Examination of current prac tice using a Gallery 

Walk tool.  

¶ Staff data on how Berry Street strategies are used.  

¶ Improvement focus determined to be on 

classroom and yard behaviours.  

¶ Staff have examined current systems and made 

tweaks.  

¶ These will now be discussed with students.  

¶ A C urriculum Day on  25th  June supports this work . 

¶ The agreed system is to be implemented in Term 3.  

 

This is our first implementation of  the Teaching Sprint 

improvement approach and we are pretty excited 

to see how this goes. Special thanks goes to our 

teaching team leaders, Ms Sandra Logan, Mr John 

Grinstead, Mrs Caitlin Down, Mrs Marg Donald and 

Mrs Cullen for embracing this work.

WE WANT OUR STUDENTS TO TELL US WHAT THEY THINK! 
We value student voice as a means to improving student engagement, wellbeing, and 

quality instruction, and are  conducting a survey to find out what you r child thinks of our 

school.  

The AtoSS is an annual student survey offered by the Department of Education and Training to 

assist our school to gain an understanding of students' perceptions and experience of school. 

Students will be asked about their tho ughts and feelings in relation to their school, their 

learning, peer relationships, bullying and life in general.  

Students from Year 4 to 6 at our school will participate in the survey. Your child will complete 

the survey online during school hours using a purpose built secure online survey tool.  It is 

important to note that we are not in any way òtestingó your child. Your child has the right to 

refuse or withdraw from the survey at any time.  

Your child will be provided with a unique login to complete th e survey. The student login is an 

assigned identifier  that may be used to link data for statistical and research purposes only. All 

responses to the survey are kept anonymous in the response file. Personal identification data 

will not be recorded in the su rvey response file. This ensures that the confidentiality of your 

childõs responses is protected at all times. 

This year the Attitudes to School survey will be conducted at our school over the period 

Monday 26 April to Friday 11 June. The survey takes arou nd 20 -45 minutes to complete and 

occurs during your child's class time . 

 

The survey results will be reported back to the school in an aggregate form throughout the 

survey period. All survey data that is made available in reports are for groups of students only 

so that no individual student can be identified. Data suppression rules are used for schools 

with low student numbers per year level.  

 

Last year we used the survey results to plan our School Annual Improvement Plan focus areas - 

prompting curriculum th eme weeks, basketball court upgrade, languages curriculum, SRC 

activities and KUPA NGAL (Friday afternoon activities).
